Numbers 9

5 Now on the day that the tabernacle was raised up, 
the cloud covered the tabernacle, the tent of the 
Testimony; from evening until morning it was above 
the tabernacle like the appearance of fire.

17 Whenever the cloud was taken up from above the 
tabernacle, after that the children of Israel would 
journey; and in the place where the cloud settled, 
there the children of Israel would pitch their tents.

RESULT:

1 Chronicles 5

23 So the children of the half-tribe of Manasseh dwelt 
in the land. Their numbers increased from Bashan to 
Baal Hermon, that is, to Senir, or Mount Hermon. 

25 And they were unfaithful to the God of their fathers, 
and played the harlot after the gods of the peoples of 
the land, whom God had destroyed before them.
