Why is imitation such an important part of true learning?

5.	 Why do you think most of American evangelicals seem to be content with 
a low-grade spirituality? Why do you think we, as modern evangelical 
Christians living in America, are so distracted, indifferent, and satisfied 
with lesser things?

6.	 The main aim of the Christian life isn’t merely to improve our moral 
actions, but to know God. How can we get so sidetracked with other 
priorities? What is the relationship between morality and knowing God?

7.	 What are some of the secondary pursuits and passions in your life that 
distract you from the primary purpose of existence? What sorts of things 
stir your imagination, affection and passion for Jesus to accomplish the 
mission he has given us? 

8.	 Hebrews 12:1 encourages us to lay aside everything that might hinder 
us from our race of faith. What sorts of things can you identify in your 
life that aren’t sin but do hinder you from what’s truly and eternally 
significant? What practical steps can you take to re-prioritize?
