The Second Lesson: Romans 6:15-23

15 What then? Are we to sin because we are not under
law but under grace? By no means! 16 Do you not
know that if you present yourselves to anyone as
obedient slaves, you are slaves of the one whom you
obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of
obedience, which leads to righteousness? 17 But thanks
be to God, that you who were once slaves of sin have
become obedient from the heart to the standard of
teaching to which you were committed, 18 and, having
been set free from sin, have become slaves of
righteousness. 19 | am speaking in human terms,
because of your natural limitations. For just as you once
presented your members as slaves to impurity and to
lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now
present your members as slaves to righteousness
leading to sanctification.

Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus. 6
So, when he heard that Lazarus was ill, he stayed two
days longer in the place where he was. 7 Then after this
he said to the disciples, “Let us go to Judea again.” 8
The disciples said to him, “Rabbi, the Jews were just
now seeking to stone you, and are you going there
again?” 9 Jesus answered, “Are there not twelve hours
in the day? If anyone walks in the day, he does not
stumble, because he sees the light of this world.

14 Then Jesus told them
plainly, “Lazarus has died, 15 and for your sake I am
glad that I was not there, so that you may believe. But
let us go to him.” 16 So Thomas, called the Twin, said
to his fellow disciples, “Let us also go, that we may die
with him.” 17 Now when Jesus came, he found that
Lazarus had already been in the tomb four days. 18
Bethany was near Jerusalem, about two miles off, 19
and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to
console them concerning their brother. 20 So when
Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went and met
him, but Mary remained seated in the house. 21 Martha
said to Jesus, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother
would not have died. 22 But even now | know that
whatever you ask from God, God will give you.” 23
Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.” 24
Martha said to him, “I know that he will rise again in
the resurrection on the last day.” 25 Jesus said to her,
“I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in
me, though he die, yet shall he live, 26 and everyone
who lives and believes in me shall never die.
