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E lder Saja Q. Owens, born on 

September 15, 1993, believed from 

childhood that his role in the Earth was to, 

“help and heal people.” At the age of 12, he 

dedicated his life to Christ and began 

serving at the Calvary Baptist Church under 

the leadership of the Rev. Melvin T. Jackson. 

On an Easter morning at the tender age of 

13, Elder Owens preached his first “unofficial” message and at the age of 

14 officially announced his call to ministry.  

 

At 20, he would be officially licensed as a Minister of the Gospel at the 

Central Baptist Church under the tutelage of the Rev. Victor J. Grigsby in 

2014.  During that time, Elder Owens graduated from Geneva College with 

a B.A. in Biblical Studies in 2017. Seeking to improve his ministry, Elder 

Owens was ordained as an Elder in 2018 under the leadership of Overseer 

George R. Logan III, senior pastor of Cathedral of Deliverance Ministries. 

While there he participated in the DeVos Urban Leadership Initiative, a 16 

month intensive, which serves to empower and enrich young leaders with 

a passion for youth and young adults. Elder Owens graduated from that 

program in 2018. In 2021, he graduated from the Pittsburgh Theological 

Seminary with a Master of Theological Studies. 

 

In February 2023, Elder Owens transitioned back into the Baptist Church 

and has served  at the First Baptist Church of Penn Hills under the 

leadership of Pastors James E. Hunt and the Rev. Dr. Sheila Johnson-Hunt. 

He currently serves as an associate minister and a worship pastor liaison to 

both the in-person and virtual congregations. Currently, he is working on 

his doctoral degree at the United Theological Seminary. Elder Owens also 

serves as President of his newly formed religious non-profit, Safe Haven 

Outreach, Inc. Above every title, accolade, and educational achievement, 

Elder Owens loves God's people, God’s church, and to preach God's Word!
