Day 1: Strength in Weakness 
Reading: 2 Corinthians 12:7-10 

Devotional: Paul's thorn in the flesh teaches us a profound truth: God's strength shines 
brightest through our weaknesses. The world whispers that we must have it all together, that 
admitting struggle is failure. But God's economy operates differently. When we acknowledge our 
limitations and cry out, "I can't do this," we position ourselves to experience His sufficient grace. 
This isn't defeat—it's humility that opens the door to divine power. Today, identify one area 
where you've been striving in your own strength. Confess your weakness to God and watch Him 
work through your surrender. Remember, when you are weak, then you are truly strong in Him. 

Reflection: What burden are you carrying that you need to release to God today? 

Wednesday, May 20th ​
Day 2: The Gift of Rest 
Reading: Matthew 11:28-30 

Devotional: Jesus never hurried. He walked at the Father's pace, accomplishing eternal 
purposes without the anxiety that plagues our modern lives. Busyness has become our idol, our 
measure of worth and importance. Yet Christ offers something radically different: rest for the 
weary soul. This rest isn't laziness; it's the peace that comes from trusting God's timing and 
priorities over our endless to-do lists. Stress signals that we're trying to control too much instead 
of trusting enough. Today, examine your schedule. What activities are you pursuing that God 
hasn't called you to? Create space to simply be with Him, walking at His pace rather than the 
world's frantic rhythm. 

Reflection: When did you last experience true spiritual rest in God's presence? 

 

 



 

Thursday, May 21st​
Day 3: The Danger of Loving Money 
Reading: 1 Timothy 6:6-10 

Devotional: Money itself is neutral, but the love of money opens a snare that has trapped 
countless souls. Our culture worships comfort, and wealth promises to deliver it. Yet Scripture 
warns that those who desire riches pierce themselves with many sorrows. The pursuit of 
financial security can become so consuming that we sacrifice what truly matters—our 
relationship with God, our families, our witness. Contentment with godliness is great gain. God 
isn't against you having money; He's against money having you. Examine your heart today. Are 
you serving God or money? Hold your possessions with open hands, willing to use or release 
them as God directs. 

Reflection: What would change in your life if you truly believed God's provision is enough? 

Friday, May 22nd ​
Day 4: The Seriousness of Sin 
Reading: Galatians 6:7-9; Romans 6:1-14 

Devotional: The enemy's greatest deception is convincing us that sin isn't serious. But every 
seed we plant—whether to the flesh or Spirit—will produce a harvest. God is not mocked. Sin 
promises pleasure but delivers death, slowly killing our witness, relationships, and love for God. 
Yet here's the beautiful truth: if sin is a big deal, grace is an even bigger deal. Understanding the 
weight of what Christ saved us from magnifies the beauty of His sacrifice. We are dead to sin 
and alive in Christ. This isn't license to continue in sin but power to walk away from it. Today, 
identify any sin you've minimized and bring it into the light of God's grace. 

Reflection: How does understanding God's grace motivate you toward holiness rather than 
license? 

Saturday, May 22nd ​
Day 5: Contentment in the Present 
Reading: Ecclesiastes 2:1-11; Philippians 4:11-13 

Devotional: Solomon had everything—wealth, pleasure, accomplishments—yet declared it all 
meaningless, like grasping smoke. The enemy wants you obsessed with the next phase of life, 
convinced that marriage, children, career advancement, or retirement will finally fulfill you. But 
no earthly relationship or achievement can complete what only God can fill. The abundant life 
isn't found in future circumstances but in present communion with Christ. Paul learned 
contentment in every situation because his satisfaction came from God, not his circumstances. 



 

Stop waiting for the next thing to make you whole. Redeem the time you have right now. 
Leverage your current season—with all its freedom and opportunity—for God's kingdom. 

Reflection: What blessings in your current season are you overlooking while focusing on the 
future? 

Closing Prayer: Father, open our eyes to the lies we've believed and the truth that sets us free. 
Help us walk in Your strength, rest in Your presence, treasure You above wealth, take sin 
seriously while embracing grace, and find contentment in knowing You. Guard our hearts from 
deception.
