
Sending the Word 

What God does, He does by His Word  
• 2Pe 3:5 For this they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens 

were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water: 
• Heb 11:3 Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so 

that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear. 
o Word Rhema Spoken Word  

• AMP: By faith [that is, with an inherent trust and enduring confidence in the power, wisdom 
and goodness of God] we understand that the worlds (universe, ages) were framed and 
created [formed, put in order, and equipped for their intended purpose] by the word of God, 
so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible. 

o Framed – To repair, to perfect, bring to completion, to mend, to fit together, to 
restore  

• Heb 1:3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and 
upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat 
down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; 

• AMP The Son is the radiance and only expression of the glory of [our awesome] God 
[reflecting God's N1Shekinah glory, the Light-being, the brilliant light of the divine], and the 
exact representation and perfect imprint of His [Father's] essence, and upholding and 
maintaining and propelling all things [the entire physical and spiritual universe] by His 
powerful word [carrying the universe along to its predetermined goal]. 

• GNB He reflects the brightness of God's glory and is the exact likeness of God's own being, 
sustaining the universe with his powerful word. 

• TPT He holds the universe together and expands it by the mighty power of his 
spoken word. 

• Psa 33:6 By the word of the LORD were the heavens made; and all the host of them 
by the breath of his mouth. 

• Psa 33:9 For he spake, and it was done; he commanded, and it stood fast. 
 He sends His Word to do the work Psalm 107:20 

o Sent - a weapon that is shot forth 
o Refers to words like arrows or a sword that goes out to fight for you  

• 2Sam 22:14-15 
• Rev 1:16 And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp 

twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength. 

• Rev 19:15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the 
nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of 
the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God. 



• Rev 19:21 And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, 
which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their 
flesh. 

We are commanded to take that sword of the spirit which is the (Rhema spoken) word of God and 
use it as our weapon 

• Eph 6:17-18 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is 
the word (Rhema) of God: 

• GNB And accept salvation as a helmet, and the word of God as the sword which the 
Spirit gives you. 

God uses your mouth to bring deliverance 2Kin 13:14-19 
 

• Your mouth will beat down your mountain but you must continue to strike it with the Word  
o Isa 41:14-16 (15) Behold, I will make thee a new sharp threshing instrument 

having teeth: thou shalt thresh the mountains, and beat them small, and 
shalt make the hills as chaff. 
 

• Speak the Word only and trust it will do the work Matt 8:5-13 
o Have faith in speaking the Word. Mk 11:22-23 

 
o Believe that Gods word is doing what He sent it to do  

▪ Isa 55:11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall 
not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, 
and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. 

▪ GNB So also will be the word that I speak—it will not fail to do what I 
plan for it; it will do everything I send it to do. 

o Your focus needs to be on maintaining your confession of faith of God's Word 
▪ Heb 4:14 Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed 

into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our 
profession. 

▪ Heb 10:23 Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; 
(for he is faithful that promised)  

▪ AMP Let us seize and hold tightly the confession of our hope without 
wavering, for He who promised is reliable and trustworthy and faithful 
[to His word]; 
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
