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PSALM 78:1-8

My people, hear my teaching; listen to the words of my mouth. | will open
my mouth with a parable; | will utter hidden things, things from of old—
things we have heard and known, things our ancestors have told us. We
will not hide them from their descendants; we will tell the next generation
the praiseworthy deeds of the Lord, his power, and the wonders he has
done. He decreed statutes for Jacob and established the law in Israel,
which he commanded our ancestors to teach their children, so the next
generation would know them, even the children yet to be born, and they in
turn would tell their children. Then they would put their trust in God and
would not forget his deeds but would keep his commands. They would not
be like their ancestors— a stubborn and rebellious generation, whose
hearts were not loyal to God, whose spirits were not faithful to him.




ACTS 9:26-28

When he came to Jerusalem, he tried to join the disciples, but they were all
afraid of him, not believing that he really was a disciple. But Barnabas took
him and brought him to the apostles. He told them how Saul on his journey

had seen the Lord and that the Lord had spoken to him, and how in
Damascus he had preached fearlessly in the name of Jesus. So Saul
stayed with them and moved about freely in Jerusalem, speaking boldly in
the name of the Lord




ACTS 13:2-3

While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy
Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the

2 TIMOTHY 2:1-3

You then, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ
Jesus. And the things you have heard me say in the

presence of many witnesses entrust to reliable people who
will also be qualified to teach others. Join with me in
suffering, like a good soldier of Christ Jesus.




2 TIMOTHY 4:1-5

In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will judge the living and
the dead, and in view of his appearing and his kingdom, | give you this
charge: Preach the word; be prepared in season and out of season;
correct, rebuke and encourage—with great patience and careful

instruction. For the time will come when people will not put up with sound
doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a
great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear. They
will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths. But you,
keep your head in all situations, endure hardship, do the work of an
evangelist, discharge all the duties of your ministry.




2 TIMOTHY 4:6-8

For | am already being poured out like a drink offering, and the time
for my departure is near. | have fought the good fight, | have finished

the race, | have kept the faith. Now there is in store for me the crown

of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to

me on that day—and not only to me, but also to all who have longed
for his appearing.




TITUS 2

You, however, must teach what is appropriate to sound doctrine. Teach the
older men to be temperate, worthy of respect, self-controlled, and sound in
faith, in love and in endurance.

Likewise, teach the older women to be reverent in the way they live, not to
be slanderers or addicted to much wine, but to teach what is good. Then
they can urge the younger women to love their husbands and children, to
be self-controlled and pure, to be busy at home, to be kind, and to be
subject to their husbands, so that no one will malign the word of God.




TITUS 2

Similarly, encourage the young men to be self-controlled. In everything set
them an example by doing what is good. In your teaching show integrity,
seriousness and soundness of speech that cannot be condemned, so that
those who oppose you may be ashamed because they have nothing bad

to say about us.

Teach slaves to be subject to their masters in everything, to try to please
them, not to talk back to them, and not to steal from them, but to show that
they can be fully trusted, so that in every way they will make the teaching
about God our Savior attractive.




TITUS 2

For the grace of God has appeared that offers salvation to all people. It
teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live
self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age, while we wait for
the blessed hope—the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior,

Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness
and to purify for himself a people that are his very own, eager to do what is
good.

These, then, are the things you should teach. Encourage and rebuke with
all authority. Do not let anyone despise you.
