1) Why don’t we use the “Sinner’s prayer”?
“A certain Ananias, a man who was devout by the standard of the Law, and well
spoken of by all the Jews who lived there, came to me, and standing near said to me,
‘Brother Saul, receive your sight!” And at that very time I looked up at him. And he
said, “The God of our fathers has appointed you to know His will and to see the
Righteous One and to hear an utterance from His mouth. For you will be a witness
for Him to all men of what you have seen and heard. Now why do you delay? Get
up and be baptized, and wash away your sins, calling on His name.’

Acts 22:14-16

2) Why do so many Protestant denominations disagree with us on
baptism?
“Don’t you realize that those who do wrong will not inherit the Kingdom of God?
Don’t fool yourselves. Those who indulge in sexual sin, or who worship idols, or
commit adultery, or are male prostitutes, or practice homosexuality, or are thieves,
or greedy people, or drunkards, or are abusive, or cheat people — none of these will
inherit the Kingdom of God. Some of you were once like that. But you were cleansed;
you were made holy; you were made right with God by calling on the name of the
Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God. 1 Corinthians 6:9-11

3) What happens to someone who wants to accept Jesus Christ and
dies before they can be immersed?

“Those that entered, male and female of all flesh, entered as God had commanded
him; and the LORD closed it behind him.” Genesis 7:16

“Just as people are destined to die once, and after that to face judgment”
Hebrews 9:27

4) What should I do if I have doubts about my baptism?
