The Lord is good to those
whose hope is in Him, to the
one who seeks Him; it is good
to wait quietly for the
salvation of the Lord... For
men are not cast off by the
Lord forever. Though He
brings grief, he will show
compassion, so great is His

unfailing love.

LAMENTATIONS 3:164-11, 31-31
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Hope in the Lord. What does it mean to hope? To trust,
believe, to look forward to with desire. God longs for us to
hope in Him, not in any person or circumstance. Pain and
grief may last for years. We wonder, does the Lord hear my
cry? Does He see my pain? For centuries Israel waited for
the Messiah, for Immanuel to come.

We do not know how long the pain
will last. We do not know how God will turn situations
around, but our hope must be in Him, the unchanging
One; no matter the circumstances. Trust in the Lord. God
