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THE PRIESTHOOD OF THE BELIEVER

The priesthood of the believer is a doctrine you don’t hear taught
very often—usually limited to seminary classrooms or an occasional
Easter message that highlights the tearing of the temple veil. And
yet, it is a beautiful and foundational truth—one that is front and
center in the mind of God and woven throughout the Word of God.

Last week we asked the question, “Does my life really matter?” We
began answering that question, and today we continue by looking at
the doctrine of the priesthood of the believer.

Here is the heart of it: you have direct access to God through Jesus
Christ. Period. There is no need for a human priest or mediator—you
already have one: Jesus Christ, our Great High Priest. Because of
Him, believers not only have access to God, but are also granted
priesthood at the moment of salvation.

Peter describes this priesthood as both “holy” and “royal.” What
does that mean for our prayers, our worship, and our daily lives?
How does this truth help answer the question of whether our lives
really matter?

We will explore these truths together today in worship.
