God can give you courage 
when others are afraid.
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God Will Be With You  
Wherever You Go

Play “Follow the Leader” with some friends or family 
members. Have them do exactly what you do and 
follow you around!

God told Joshua, “I will be with you wherever you go.” 
How does this make you feel that you aren’t alone? 
I’m sure it makes you feel very happy! This is like how 
God will be with you.

“Dear God, thank You for always being with me. If 
I follow You, I am never alone. I love You so much. 
Amen.”

THANK God that He is with you! 
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Do Not Be Afraid

God told Joshua, “Do not be afraid.” Joshua could have 
been afraid of many things, but God was helping him 
see that he didn’t have to be scared all the time! God 
was going to take care of what Joshua was afraid of. 
Sometimes, it’s easy to get afraid. Sometimes you 
might be nervous going to school, afraid of the dark, 
or scared of loud noises. But God says to you, “Do not 
be afraid.”

ASK God to help you when you are afraid.

Be Strong and Brave

The memory verse today is about God speaking to 
Joshua. Joshua had a lot to do ahead of him, and it 
could have been scary to do it alone. God spoke to 
Joshua and helped Joshua. He said to Joshua, “Be 
strong and brave.”

Practice memorizing this:

Be strong (show arms making muscles)
Be brave (stand like a superhero)
Now say this out loud three more times!

LOOK to God to be strong and brave!

Do Not Lose Hope

God told Joshua, “Do not lose hope.” Hope means 
believing something good is coming, even if you don’t 
see it yet! Sometimes you might feel sad or worried, 
but guess what? We can still have hope, because God 
is with us.

God loves us, He has a good plan, and He never leaves 
us. So smile, take a deep breath, and remember, you 
can have hope!

Morning Time

As your kid starts their day, let them know 
how brave you think they are. Give an 
example that encourages them.

Meal Time

At a meal this week, have everyone at the 
table answer this question: “Have you ever 
felt brave when other people around you 
were afraid? How can you have courage to 
do the right thing when other people are 
afraid?”

Drive Time

While on the go, ask your kid: “What are 
some things you are afraid of? What are 
some things your friends are afraid of?”

Bed Time

Pray for each other: “God, when other 
people around me are afraid and not sure 
what to do, give me courage to do the right 
thing.”
