Joy in God'’s Plan

Read Romans 8:28 (NIrV): “We know that in all
things God works for the good of those who love
him. He appointed them to be saved in keeping
with his purpose.”

Have you ever had a moment that felt
disappointing at first but turned out better than
you expected? Sometimes life feels confusing.
Things happen that you don’t understand. But
God sees the whole picture. God has a plan that

is bigger than anything we can see right now.

Today’s verse reminds us that God works for

good in every part of our lives. Even when
something feels small, frustrating, or unfair,
God is doing something bigger through it. That
truth can fill your heart with joy. Joy doesn’t
mean everything is perfect. Joy means you can
trust God’s plan, even while the story is still

being written.

Read Jeremiah 29:11 (NIrV): “I know the plans I
have for you,” announces the LORD. “I want you
to enjoy success.

give you hope for the years to come.”

Have you ever wondered what your future will
look like? Maybe you think about what you’ll
be good at, or who your friends will be, or what
adventures you'll go on. God knows every part
of your future. God has plans filled with hope,

purpose, and joy.

Sometimes you face things that make you
worry. You might feel unsure. But God’s
promises are true even when life feels
confusing. God promises hope. God promises
a future. God promises to stay with you. You
can have joy because you know God keeps

every promise.
