Jesus gave His friends an impossible-sounding mission.

That is huge. And they didn’t even have the Internet! But

didn’t have to go into the world alone. They could have 
confidence because God, the Creator of everything, would 
be with them and work through them.

You don’t have to wait until you feel “good enough” or 
“brave enough” or “old enough” to start telling people about 
Jesus. You can start in your neighborhood, at school, and at 
practice.

They were promised 
that the Holy Spirit was coming so they would always have 
God’s Spirit with them. 

You can have joy because God never leaves you. Nothing 
can separate you from His love. Start now. It doesn’t matter 
where you live, what you’ve done, or how old you are. God 
can use you in powerful ways you may not even see yet.
