"Do not
labor for the food which perishes, but for the
food which endures to everlasting life, which
the Son of Man will give you, because God the
Father has set His seal on Him."

Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, "I am
the light of the world. He who follows Me
shall not walk in darkness, but have the light

of life."



The Hebrew Scriptures often spoke of God’s

Word as light.

*Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to
my path (Psalm 119:105).

*Oh, send out Your light and Your truth! Let
them lead me (Psalm 43:3).

Since Jesus is the Word (John 1:1), it makes
perfect sense that He is also the light. - Guzik



John 9:1-2
Now as [Jesus] passed by, He saw a man who
was blind from birth. And His disciples asked
Him, saying, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or
his parents, that he was born blind?"



Door of the sheep / Good Shepherd
John 10:7, 9, 11, 14)



John 10:7, 9
Then Jesus said to them again, "Most
assuredly, | say to you, | am the door of the
sheep. ... "I am the door. If anyone enters by
Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out
and find pasture.



John 10:11, 14
"I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd
gives His life for the sheep. ... | am the good
shepherd; and | know My [sheep], and am
known by My own.
