1. Don’t Waste Your Wealth

Mid-Week Devotional (Take time this week to pray & respond to the following)

With the pandemic raging on, accumulating wealth may be too lofty of
a goal for most of us. But in normal circumstances, seeking a
comfortable lifestyle full of wealth and riches might have been a goal
that we sought to achieve. Not that this is inherently a bad thing.

In all of
this, we will find incredible joy in Christ.
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
