LEARN  
Learn Christ Deeply  
Before we can leave a Godly Legacy , we first know God Personally , 
You cannot pass down what you haven't experienced .  
Paul Said this : 
“I want to know Christ and experience the mighty power that raised him from the dead. I want to 
suffer with him, sharing in his death, so that one way or another I will experience the 
resurrection from the dead! I don’t mean to say that I have already achieved these things or that 
I have already reached perfection. But I press on to possess that perfection for which Christ 
Jesus first possessed me. No, dear brothers and sisters, I have not achieved it, but I focus on 
this one thing: Forgetting the past and looking forward to what lies ahead, I press on to reach 
the end of the race and receive the heavenly prize for which God, through Christ Jesus, is 
calling us.” 



Philippians 3:10-14 NLT 
 
The Eduring prize that Paul is talking about is building Gods kingdom  
We can see through the life of Paul that Legacy begins with relationship  
Not Religion  
Not church attendance alone  
Not outward appearance  
True Godly legacy begins when someone truly Knows Jesus Christ - 
We must learn  
Gods word  
Gods Voice  
Gods character  
Gods ways  
 
How do we do this by abiding in HIm  
 
“So you must remain in life-union with me, for I remain in life-union with you. For as a branch 
severed from the vine will not bear fruit, so your life will be fruitless unless you live your life 
intimately joined to mine. “I am the sprouting vine and you’re my branches. As you live in union 
with me as your source, fruitfulness will stream from within you—but when you live separated 
from me you are powerless.” 
John 15:4-5 TPT
