1. RESPONSIVENESS TO HUMAN NEED 

“I was hungry… I was thirsty…” 





Key Point: 

The Generous Life responds to pain instead of retreating from it. 

• Recognition — seeing what others overlook 
• Reaction — moving when God nudges 

Kingdom Insight: 
Jesus identifies Himself with human need. When we respond to people, we are responding to 
Christ. This is evangelism that does not need a microphone. 

At Living Truth, we believe Evangelism begins when compassion meets brokenness. 

Jesus identifies Himself with people in crisis. 

This is why Living Truth feeds first responders in Smyrna and LaVergne — because when they are 
weary, Jesus is weary. 

This is why we replenish Nourish Food Bank — because hungry families are Jesus in disguise.

2. RECEPTION OF THE OUTCAST 

“I was a stranger and you took Me in…” 

Key Point: 

The Generous Life creates belonging before it demands believing. 

• Room — making space for people 
• Relationship — valuing connection over condition 

Kingdom Insight: 
Jesus welcomes people before He changes them. Generosity is how love builds family.

3. RESTORATION THROUGH SERVICE 

“Naked… sick… in prison…” 



Key Point:

• Relief — meeting immediate needs 
• Rebuilding — restoring what life has broken 

Kingdom Insight: 
When we serve people, Heaven touches Earth. Healing flows through generosity.

That’s why ALERT CDC and Living Truth have invested over a million dollars helping families 
become homeowners.
