What You Do:

Put the cards in a stack. Tell your child,
“Draw a card and read the scenario. Fill
inthe blank by telling me what you think
would happen next.”

Allow your child to pick up and read
the scenarios and explain what might
happen next. Then say, “When we do
certain things, we can expect something
to happen. IF we stay up late reading a
book or playing a game, THEN we can
expect to be tired the next day. That’s
especially true when we don’t live with
integrity. IF we’re not truthful, THEN
people will lose trust in us.”

(He wanted to
get some gifts from Naaman and keep them for
himself.)

How can dishonesty affect a friendship?

Why is it important to live with integrity even if you
think no one is watching or will ever find out?
