Onesimus - lowly slave, now beloved brother 

Aristarchus - Seized in riot, but never 
abandoned Paul. Caring heart. 

Mark - Abandoned Paul on first missionary 
journey; Barnabas never gave up on him. 

Justus - A Roman Jew who believed 



Epaphras - agonizomai for the church’s 
strength and maturity. Founder/pastor.

Luke - close friend, remained with Paul 
through two four-year prison terms 

Demas - served for awhile, walked away 
when going got tough. II Tim 4:9, 10
