4 comparisons: 
1) There is a WIDE gate and SMALL Gate.
2) One gate leads to a BROAD road and one gate 

leads to a NARROW or Constricted road.
3) One road leads to RUIN and one road leads to 

LIFE.
4) MANY are on one road and only a FEW are on 

the other road.
