Text: Isaiah 40:27-31

Topic(s): Waiting, Faith

Big Idea of the Message: Every time you feel discouraged and distressed and you experience some spiritual
setback or decline, please do a thorough check on your perception of God.

Application Point: Make a firm commitment to wait upon the TMH God.

Read The Scripture: In Isaiah 40:27-3], the text says, "27 Why do you say, O Jacob, and assert, O Israel,

“My way is hidden from the Lord, and the justice due me escapes the notice of my God"? 28 Do you not know?
Have you not heard? The Everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth does not become weary
or tired. His understanding is inscrutable. 29 He gives strength to the weary, and to him who lacks might He
increases power. 30 Though youths grow weary and tired, and vigorous young men stumble badly, 31 Yet those
who wait for the Lord Will gain new strength; They will mount up with wings like eagles, they will run and not get

tired, they will walk and not become weary."

Tell The Message: In The Waiting Room.
Retell the story together from this week’s message.
Read the story aloud from this week’s scripture.

Discover: Pray then use the following Bible Study method to discuss the message and reveal its meaning for our

lives.
What do we learn from the message about TMH (Father, Jesus, Holy Spirit)?
What do we learn from the people in the message?
Is there anything from the message TMH wants us to obey?
Practice Retelling the message
Explore More:
1. What is one thing that stood out to you from this week's message?
2. What does it mean that God provides us with newness?
3. Pick biblical teaching and practice explaining it in simple words that an eight-year-old could
understand.

GOALS TO SET:

Obey: Confess your sins before the Lord. Turn from them and live a new life in
Jesus.

Abide: Begin reading Isaiah 40 in its entirety, and pray daily.

Train: You need to train your disciples in this.
