Start Praying. Be bold and pray with power.

Jesus, thank You for 
being with us and for being worth it. Amen.  

Start Doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week. 

• Tell you group or someone in your group at least one thing you’re going to 
stop so you can live differently. 

• Being different isn’t just subtraction—it’s also addition. What good, godly 
things can you add to your week?
