Key Scripture

*  Read Mark 4:19. What stands out to you from this list? How do these things
“choke the word”?

Start Sharing. Choose a question to create openness.

*  Which of the six “indifferent” spiritual challenges do you struggle with
most?

* Read Revelation 3:19. How do you feel when you read this? Is there
anything you need to turn from?

* Read Revelation 3:20. What would it look like for you to open the door to
God in an area where you’re mostly indifferent?

Start Praying. Be bold and pray with power.

God, after what You’ve done for us, we have no reason to live with
indifference in our lives. Jesus, will You show us what You want to undo in
our lives? Holy Spirit, please give us the strength to wake up every day in
full reliance on You. Amen!

Start Doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week.
*  What is something you can do tomorrow that will require faith?

*  What will you do every day this week to destroy indifference in your life?
