Our S.H.A.P.E.

God has equipped us in these five ways to serve others:

Our Spiritual Gifts
Our Heart or Passions

Our Abilities
Our Personality
Our Experience

When we are serving others, we naturally express our S.H.A.P.E.

‘Just as there are many parts to our bodies, so it is with Christ’s body. We are all parts of it, and it
takes every one of us to make it complete, for we each have different work to do. So we belong
to each other, and each needs all the others. God has given each of us the ability to do certain
things well.” ~ Romans 12:4-6a

When you take a risk, and serve, you discover a new part of your S.H.A.P.E.

You should trust God to take risks in faith.

Developing your S.H.A.P.E. requires persistence.

Ask others for input in your S.H.A.P.E. development.
