PURSUE CHRISTLIKENESS  

Becoming like Christ doesn’t happen overnight. 

The old things which caused us to sin are also the same things that made us slaves to 

death and fear. Gal 5:1 NIV  

Jesus came as our Savior and our example of a Spirit led life.  

To pursue Christlikeness, we have to know our target. Study the life of Jesus from God’s 

Word and seek to emulate His character in your day-to-day interactions. 

SEEK INTIMACY WITH HIM

APPLICATION 

Gal 5:25 NIV, “Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit.”  

Begin with Prayer: ask God to guide and direct your steps as you acknowledge your 

dependence on the Spirit to walk in his ways. 

Immerse yourself in the Word: Everything the Spirit leads us to do will be consistent with 

what God has already revealed in His Word.  

Spend time with other believers: He reveals things through the salt of a loving 

conversation, and He encourages us through the light of kind word. 

We, like the caterpillar, may not know exactly what our life is going to be like once we 

surrender all to Jesus. But as born-again butterflies, we know we can trust in the wind.
