AFRAID, BUT STILL FAVORED 
 
1. “Greetings, you who are highly favored!” — How difficult or easy is it for you 

to receive God’s greeting over your own life? Where in your life do you 
struggle to believe God’s favor is already present, and what would change if you 
truly received God’s greeting over you? 

2. Afraid but Still Favored — Why Do We Resist God’s Grace? What fears, 
insecurities, or past failures make God’s favor feel “impossible” for you to accept? 

3. Favored but Still Afraid — How Is God’s Favor Calling You Into the 
“Impossible”? What is one “How can this be?” area in your life right now—
something that feels impossible unless God is in the center (“I AM”)? 

4. Comfort vs. Calling — What Are You Settling For? Where might you be 
settling for comfort instead of stepping into a God-sized calling that requires 
faith and risk? 

5. Redirecting Trust — Who or What Gets Your Trust First? In the areas where 
you feel fear or impossibility, what would it look like this week to redirect your 
trust back to God’s presence, strength, and salvation?
