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1. Talk about a time you waited in a long line (amusement park, grand opening, shopping, etc.).
What did you do to pass the time? Was it worth the wait?

2. What are some of the gifts Jesus brought with His first coming? What are some of the gifts He
has promised with His second coming? Which are you most eager for?

3. Think about a time you were waiting on God to act or move. In what ways did you find yourself
becoming independent, indignant or indifferent? What did you learn from that experience?

4. Read Luke 2:29-35. How did Jesus fulfill Simeon’s prophesies?

5. What is something you are waiting for right now from God? How can your group help as you
are eagerly waiting?

6. Christmas Eve is less than two weeks away! Which of the four service are you attending (2:30,
4:30, 6:30 or 11)? Also consider serving together as a small group. Which service might you be
able to volunteer
