📖 Read 1 Corinthians 13. Share the reading as a group & use it as a guide for prayer. 

🙌 Pray – Take 10min to P.R.A.Y. together. Leader – time & transition to each component. 

 -- Pause (be still & listen. 2min)   -- Rejoice & Reflect (praise & thanks. 2min.),  

 -- Ask (invite & request 4min.)   -- Yes (surrender & trust. 2min) 

 

Message Discussion (45min)  

*Reconnect as a large group. 

1. EVERYDAY OPPORTUNITIES  

Have you recently had the opportunity to engage your faith in these following ways through your everyday 

relationships and situations (outside of the church)?  Briefly share examples from each example as a group. 

a. Pray for someone.  b. Share or stand on a Biblical conviction with someone.

2. LOVE & OBEY - Read 📖 John 13:35, 14:15 

a. Do these verses contradict each other?  Discuss. 

b. What do these words from Jesus teach us about love? 

c. Why would Jesus connect love with obeying His commands? 

d. Can you think of any commands from God, that if not followed, would cause us to not love well?  

Discuss.

b. How did the obedience of Jesus influence others? 

c. How does committing ourselves to love and obedience foster Christlike influence in our hostile 

culture? Share some examples. 

 

6. ROOM FOR GROWTH 

a. Where do you need to grow more in?  In love or in obedience? 

b. Share an example of where/how you need to obey Jesus (& obey like Jesus). 

c. Share an example of where/how you need to love more like Jesus? 

d. What is one thing you can do this week to model loving obedience and obedient love?   

    Share and pray for one another.
