DOES SCIENCE DISPROVE GOD? 

Creation isn’t random—it’s sequential and intentional. 

You were created by God, for God 
and through Jesus, you can be restored to God.  Genesis 1:16-18 (NASB) 

God made the two great lights, the greater light to govern the 
day, and the lesser light to govern the night; He made the stars 

also. God placed them in the expanse of the heavens to give light 
on the earth, and to govern the day and the night, and to sepa-
rate the light from the darkness; and God saw that it was good. 

Genesis 1:24-25 (NASB) 
Then God said, "Let the earth produce living creatures according to their 
kind: livestock and crawling things and animals of the earth according to 
their kind"; and it was so. God made the animals of the earth according to 
their kind, and the livestock according to their kind, and everything that 

crawls on the ground according to its kind; and God saw that it was good. 

You’re not random—you’re made in God’s image on purpose. 

The universe isn’t by luck—it’s calibrated. 

Genesis 1:11 (NASB) 
Then God said, "Let the earth sprout vegetation, plants yielding 
seed, and fruit trees on the earth bearing fruit according to their 

kind with seed in them"; and it was so. 

Psalm 121:2-3 (NASB) 
My help comes from the LORD, Who made heaven and earth. He will not 

allow your foot to slip; He who watches over you will not slumber. 

CHANCE OR CREATOR? EXAMINING THE EVIDENCE 

Genesis 1:3 (NASB) 
Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light. 

In the beginning wasn’t an accident—it was an Author. 

We observe change within kinds, 
but not evidence of one kind becoming another.  

Genesis 1:27-28 (NASB)
