father of Obed, whose mother was Ruth...

Mark 16:9 (NASB) 
Now after He had risen early on the first day of the week, He first ap-

However, Rahab the prostitute and her father's household and 

all she had, Joshua spared; and she has lived in the midst of 
Israel to this day, because she hid the messengers whom Joshua 

sent to spy out Jericho.
