Deuteronomy 18:9–12 (NKJV)
9 “When you come into the land which the 
Lord your God is giving you, you shall not 
learn to follow the abominations of those 
nations. 10 There shall not be found among 
you anyone who makes his son or his 
daughter pass through the fire, or one who 
practices witchcraft, or a soothsayer, or one 
who interprets omens, or a sorcerer, 



11 or one who conjures spells, or a 
medium, or a spiritist, or one who calls up 
the dead. 12 For all who do these things 
are an abomination to the Lord, and 
because of these abominations the Lord 
your God drives them out from before you.

Genesis 6:5–6 (NKJV)
5 Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of 
man was great in the earth, and that every 
intent of the thoughts of his heart was only 
evil continually. 6 And the Lord was sorry 
that He had made man on the earth, and 
He was grieved in His heart.

Deuteronomy 25:17–19 (NKJV)
17 “Remember what Amalek did to you on 
the way as you were coming out of Egypt, 
18 how he met you on the way and 
attacked your rear ranks, all the stragglers 
at your rear, when you were tired and 
weary; and he did not fear God. 



19 Therefore it shall be, when the Lord your 
God has given you rest from your enemies 
all around, in the land which the Lord your 
God is giving you to possess as an 
inheritance, that you will blot out the 
remembrance of Amalek from under 
heaven. You shall not forget.

Deuteronomy 7:1–5 (NKJV)
1 “When the Lord your God brings you into 
the land which you go to possess, and has 
cast out many nations before you, the 
Hittites and the Girgashites and the 
Amorites and the Canaanites and the 
Perizzites and the Hivites and the 
Jebusites, seven nations greater and 
mightier than you,



2 and when the Lord your God delivers 
them over to you, you shall conquer them 
and utterly destroy them. You shall make 
no covenant with them nor show mercy to 
them. 3 Nor shall you make marriages with 
them. You shall not give your daughter to 
their son, nor take their daughter for your 
son. 



4 For they will turn your sons away from 
following Me, to serve other gods; so the 
anger of the Lord will be aroused against 
you and destroy you suddenly. 5 But thus 
you shall deal with them: you shall destroy 
their altars, and break down their sacred 
pillars, and cut down their wooden images, 
and burn their carved images with fire.

Deuteronomy 9:5–6 (NKJV)
5 It is not because of your righteousness or 
the uprightness of your heart that you go in 
to possess their land, but because of the 
wickedness of these nations that the Lord 
your God drives them out from before you,



and that He may fulfill the word which the 
Lord swore to your fathers, to Abraham, 
Isaac, and Jacob. 6 Therefore understand 
that the Lord your God is not giving you this 
good land to possess because of your 
righteousness, for you are a stiff-necked 
people.

Genesis 15:13–16 (NKJV)
13 Then He said to Abram: “Know certainly 
that your descendants will be strangers in a 
land that is not theirs, and will serve them, 
and they will afflict them four hundred 
years. 14 And also the nation whom they 
serve I will judge; afterward they shall come 
out with great possessions. 



15 Now as for you, you shall go to your 
fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a 
good old age. 16 But in the fourth 
generation they shall return here, for the 
iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete.”

Luke 22:41–44 (NKJV)
41 And He was withdrawn from them about 
a stone’s throw, and He knelt down and 
prayed, 42 saying, “Father, if it is Your will, 
take this cup away from Me; nevertheless 
not My will, but Yours, be done.” 43 Then 
an angel appeared to Him from heaven, 
strengthening Him.

promise, as some count slackness, but is 
longsuffering toward us, not willing that any 
should perish but that all should come to 
repentance.
