“Christmas in Isaiah: What does God want me to do this Christmas?”     December 10, 2023  
Isaiah 6 (pg. 571) and Selected Scriptures                   Pastor Jeff Wheeland 

- Read Isaiah 6 in your Sunday School Class.  
- Prayer time: Go around your group and get prayer requests. Pray together.  
- Ice Breaker #1: Did your family members go to see Santa when you were a kid? When 

did you realize that Santa wasn’t real? What gave it away?  
- Ice Breaker #2: Jeff talked about a bad Christmas in Indiana before the Iraq War. Did you 

have a bad Christmas? Share if you would like. What was your best Christmas ever and 
why?  

- Ice Breaker #3: Jeff talked about phone prank in college? Were you involved in any 
college pranks? Please share if appropriate and you are comfortable sharing.  

- Ice Breaker #4: Jeff shared a quote from Dr. Martin Lloyd Jones. He was England’s most 
well-known preacher in the 1960’s. He said, “The more holy the person, the more sinful 
he considers himself to be.” Do you agree with that statement theologically? Can you 
back it up with scripture? 
 

Action Step #1: See the Vision   (Isaiah 6:1-7) 
- Isaiah sees the vision. Name some people in the Bible and/or church history that had a 

vision. What was their vision?  
- Has God given you a vision of your calling and/or mission in life? Please share.  
- How do I see my God given vision? (How do I understand my calling and/or mission?) 

 
Action Step #2: Hear the Voice  (Isaiah 6:8) 

- Can you name some people in the Bible that heard God’s voice? What did God tell them 
to do? How do I hear God’s voice? 

- What would you say to someone when they tell you that “God told them to do x, y, and z 
and yet that is contrary to the Bible?” What spiritual counsel would you give?  

- What are some practical tips you have found helpful for Bible Study? 
  

Action Step #3: Be the Volunteer  (Isaiah 6:8-13) 
- Isaiah says, “Here am I. Send me.”  
- Can you name some people in the Bible that volunteered to be used by God for his glory 

and advancing his kingdom? What were they called to do?  
- Why do you think that 20% of people in a church do 80% of the work and ministry in a 

church? 
- Jeff shared that one of his motto’s at Reedley MB Church is that there is no such thing as 

unemployment at RMBC. How do we help that motto become a reality? What advice do 
you have for the leadership/staff to see more people serving? Hard Stop at 11:40 AM 
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
