1. Read Genesis 7 and Hebrews 11 and 2 Peter 2. 
2. Prayer time: Go around your group and ask for prayer requests. Pray together.  
3. Ice Breaker Question #1: Jeff mentioned different Zoos that he has been to. What is your 

favorite Zoo that you have been to? Where is it located? What are some of your favorite 
animal exhibits?

Genesis 7 (pg. 5) 

1. Trust God because he designates the genders.   (Genesis 7:1-4)
