What does it take to truly “possess” all of who 

God is as the Pearl of Great Price? 
 

It takes giving Him  
a good portion of your TIME. 

 
As the deer longs for streams of water, so I long for you, 
O God.

Then you will call on me and come and pray to me, 
and I will listen to you. You will seek me and find me 
when you seek me with all your heart.

It takes making Him  
your most significant relationship. 

 
Many people did believe in him, however, including 
some of the Jewish leaders. But they wouldn’t admit it 
for fear that the Pharisees would expel them from the 
synagogue. For they loved human praise more than 
the praise of God. – John 12:42-43 (NLT) 
 

It means giving God control  
of how you manage your money. 

 
No one can serve two masters. For you will hate 
one and love the other; you will be devoted to 
one and despise the other. You cannot 
serve God and be enslaved to money. – Matthew 6:24 
(NLT) 
 
Jesus looked at him and loved him. “One thing you 
lack,” he said. “Go, sell everything you have and give to 
the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then 
come, follow me.” At this the man’s face fell. He went 
away sad, because he had great wealth.
