2.	 What happened to Pharaoh one night that disturbed him? He had two strange dreams. 

3.	 What was Pharaoh’s first dream about? 7 fat cows being eaten by 7 skinny cows.

4.	 What happened in Pharaoh’s second dream? 7 healthy heads of grain were swallowed up by 7 thin heads of 
grain.

5.	 Who finally remembered Joseph and told Pharaoh about him? The chief cupbearer. 

6.	 Joseph told Pharaoh that someone would give him the meaning of his dream. Who was it? God.

7.	 What was the meaning of Pharaoh’s dreams? 7 years of plenty would be followed by 7 years of famine.

8.	 What is a famine? Severe shortage of food. 

9.	 What plan did Joseph suggest to prepare for the famine? Collect and store food during the 7 good years so 
there would be food during the 7 years of famine.

10.	What position did Pharaoh give Joseph? Ruler of Egypt, second only to Pharaoh.

11.	Name a gift Pharaoh gave Joseph to honor him. (Allow several students to answer.) Signet ring, new (linen) 
clothes, gold chain, chariot, wife.

12.	What was the name of Joseph’s wife? Asenath.

13.	How did Joseph save people when the famine came? He sold them grain he had stored.

14.	What special abilities did God give Joseph, which he used to help people? Interpreting dreams. 
Organizing tasks.

15.	When the cupbearer finally remembered Joseph, was this just a “lucky break” or was it because God 
was in control? God was in control.

16.	Who can recite our memory verse? Allow several students to try reciting the verse.
