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Review Questions

1. After King Ahaziah died, his mother decided she should rule as queen. What was his mother’s name:
Amelia, Athaliah, or Jezebel? Athaliah.

2. Who were Athaliah’s parents? (Hint: They were an evil king and queen of Israel.) Ahab and Jezebel.
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Whom did Athaliah start killing so that they couldn’t take the throne: her nephews, her grandsons,
or her cousins? Her grandsons (Ahaziah’s sons).

Which son of King Ahaziah was rescued before Athaliah could kill him: Joshua, Joash, or Jared? Joash.
Where did Jehosheba take Joash to hide him from Athaliah? The house of the Lord; the temple.

Who was Jehosheba: the priest, Joash’s mother, or Joash’s aunt? joash’s aunt.

Who was the high priest who taught and helped care for Joash: Jehoiada, Jeremiah, or Hosea? Jehoiada.

How long did Joash stay hidden in the temple? Six years.
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When Jehoiada brought Joash in front of the people, what did he place on Joash’s head? A crown.
10. After Jehoiada crowned Joash, what did he give him? The testimony; a copy of God'’s laws.
11. How old was Joash when he was crowned king? Seven years old.

12. What did the people do to show how happy they were to see Joash crowned king? Clapped and
shouted, “Long live the king!”

13. When God protected Joash from being killed, he was keeping a promise to King David. God
promised that who would be born through David’s family? The Savior, Jesus.

14. What good thing did Joash do as king? Restored/repaired the temple.
15. What did Joash place at the temple gate so that people could give money for repairs? A chest.

16. To whom did Joash give the money to make the temple repairs: the priests, the Levites, or workers
like carpenters and stone masons? Workers like carpenters and stone masons.

17. After Jehoiada’s death, whom or what did Joash abandon, or give up? The Lord/God; the house of the Lord.

18. Who warned Joash and the people of Judah that they were breaking God’s commandments:
Zechariah, Jeremiah, or Jehoiada? Zechariah.

19. King Joash and the people did not like Zechariah’s warning. What did Joash command the people to
do to Zechariah? Kill him.

20. As punishment for their sin, whom did God send to defeat Judah: an army of giants, the Philistine
army, or the Syrian army? The Syrian army.
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
