Real World Skit
Two students discuss prayer.

Student 1: That’s the worst! I thought God listened to prayers. 

Student 2: He does. What’s wrong? 

Student 1: Well, I just got a D on my spelling test today. 

Student 2: Uh oh. Didn’t you study? 

Student 1: Not really. I was too busy watching TV, and I forgot about studying until 
it was too late. So I prayed and asked God to help me pass my spelling test right 
before I took it. 

Student 2: That was your prayer? 

Student 1: Yep. I really needed God’s help, but He let me down. 

Student 2: Wait a minute. You watched TV instead of working on your spelling last 
night, but you wanted God to help you pass your test?

Student 1: Yeah. What’s wrong with that?

Student 2: Well, I don’t think that’s how we’re supposed to pray. 

Student 1: What do you mean? We just learned at church that God is in control of 
everything. So I figured He should be able to help me out with a little old spelling 
test. 

Student 2: Well, He is in control of everything. 

Student 1: And the Bible says God will work things out for good for the people that 
love Him.
