Elisha’s Servant: Go and wash in the

will be restored, and you will be cured.

Card 5
Naaman: I thought the prophet would 

come out and call upon the name of 
the Lord his God, wave his hand over 
me, and cure me. We have better rivers 
in my country. Why couldn’t I wash in 
them and be clean? We’re going home!

Card 6
Naaman’s Servants: Master, it is a simple 

thing the prophet asked you to do. 
Will you not do it? Please follow his 
instructions.

Card 7
Naaman: Now I know that there is no 

God in all the earth but in Israel. Please 
accept a present from your servant.

Card 8
Elisha: As the Lord lives, I will receive no 

present.

Card 9
Gehazi: My master has spared Naaman 

the Syrian by not accepting the gifts 
he brought. I will run after him and get 
something.

Elisha: Because of what you’ve done, the 

leprosy of Naaman will cling to you and 
to your descendants forever.
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
