Romans 9:20–21 (NASB95)

• 20 On the contrary, who are you, O man, who answers back to God? The thing 

molded will not say to the molder, “Why did you make me like this,” will it?

• 21 Or does not the potter have a right over the clay, to make from the same 

lump one vessel for honorable use and another for common use?



1 .  T H E  P E R S O N  O F  G O D  R E V E A L E D  I N  C R E A T I O N .

Romans 1:18–20 (NASB95)

• 18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all 

ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who suppress the truth in 

unrighteousness,

• 19 because that which is known about God is evident within them; 

for God made it evident to them.

• 20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His 

eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being 

understood through what has been made, so that they are without 

excuse.



E T E R N A L  P O W E R

Colossians 1:16–17 (NASB95)

• 16 For by Him all things were created, both in the 

heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether 

thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all 

things have been created through Him and for Him.

• 17 He is before all things, and in Him all things hold 

together.

Matthew 5:45 (NASB95)

• 45 so that you may be sons of your 

Father who is in heaven; for He causes 

His sun to rise on the evil and the good, 

and sends rain on the righteous and the 

unrighteous.



2 .  T H E  L A W  O F  G O D  I N  T H E  C O N S C I E N C E .

Romans 2:14–15 (NASB95)

• 14 For when Gentiles who do not have the Law do instinctively the 

things of the Law, these, not having the Law, are a law to 

themselves,

• 15 in that they show the work of the Law written in their hearts, their 

conscience bearing witness and their thoughts alternately accusing or 

else defending them,



• The conscience is an alarm 

system. 



• The conscience activates based 

on the level of good that is knows. 



• The conscience can be 

programmed.
