▪ Titus 3:5 (NASB95)
▪ 5 He saved us, not on the basis of deeds which 

we have done in righteousness, but according 
to His mercy, by the washing of regeneration 
and renewing by the Holy Spirit,



1 Corinthians 6:11 (NASB95)

11 Such were some of you; but you were 
washed, but you were sanctified, but you were 
justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and 
in the Spirit of our God.



Exodus 31:3–5 (NASB95)
3 “I have filled him with the Spirit of God in 
wisdom, in understanding, in knowledge, and 
in all kinds of craftsmanship, 4 to make artistic 
designs for work in gold, in silver, and in 
bronze, 5 and in the cutting of stones for 
settings, and in the carving of wood, that he 
may work in all kinds of craftsmanship.



• Judges 6:34 (NASB95)
34 So the Spirit of the LORD came 
upon Gideon; and he blew a trumpet, 
and the Abiezrites were called 
together to follow him.



• Judges 14:6 (NASB95)
The Spirit of the LORD came upon him 
mightily, so that he tore him as one 
tears a young goat though he had 
nothing in his hand; but he did not tell 
his father or mother what he had 
done.

sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of 
promise, 

▪14 who is given as a pledge of our 
inheritance, with a view to the redemption of 
God’s own possession, to the praise of His 
glory.
