Introduction 
Real Love (Agape) is defined as Divine Love. This is Love without conditions, 
Love without a need! Tonight, we will continue to discover that in order to 
experience “Real Love”, we must understand and uphold the 4 Laws of Love! 
 

The Four Laws of Love 
 

 
 
#1. Law of  Pursuit- to follow after, to apprehend, and become one. The 
purpose is to build an intimate relationship with the Lord and simply be with 
Him.  
• The fruit of pursuit is Identity. 
 
#2. Law of Possession - is the merging of everything owned by and 
associated with two into one, jointly owned and managed. 
• The fruit of possession is trust. 
 
• Without the trust that comes from this law, you don't have a relationship you 

only have an arrangement! 
 

Steward or thief: The only two positions mankind will hold  
Position #1. Steward - one appointed to have oversight and access to all 
that his/her Lord owns. 
 
Read Genesis 39:2-3 AMPC 
 
• Your stewardship makes room for God to be seen. 	
• A steward is strong enough to be weak, and refuses to own the 

moment/situation. The blessing of stewardship comes from taking 
responsibility!	

 
Genesis 39:4-5 AMPC 
• For a steward, true prosperity is not measured in finances but in favor.  	

• Favor is the result of God being with you because you refuse to do it 
without Him Being Lord!	

 
Position #2. Thief (taking ownership) - one who unlawfully takes or benefits 
from the possession or property without recognizing or receiving permission 
from the owner! 
 
The curse/problem with becoming a thief comes in taking rights! 
 
Read Malachi 3:7 APMC  
 
Entitlement- is the belief that we inherently deserve privileges or special 
treatment, or that we have the right to have or do something. 
 
Read Verse 8-9 
 
• Causes a person to overstep Godly boundaries, resulting in dishonor and 

disobedience of God and people.	
 

Keys to Diagnose the Heart of Entitlement: 
5 Questions to ask yourself 

 
1. In what areas of my life am I discontent? 
 
2. Why am I feeling so disappointed right now? 
 
3. Who am I blaming my failures or disappointments on? 
 
4. How am I comparing my life to someone else’s life? 
 
5. What do I think I need in order to be happy with my life? 
 
• Submissive obedience to God’s Love is the key to moving from thief to 

steward and reversing the curse of ownership!
