A report by Dr. William Martin to the American Medical Associ-

ation in 1913 didn’t pull any punches. In his assessment of public 

school children in New York, he found forty pupils he described 

“as the worst in the school” and eighteen of which being “so stu-

pid they were in ungraded classes.” He also noted that “eleven 

were so stupid that it required three terms to do the work of one 

term.”  Not the most polite or hopeful message. 

So, what was so wrong with the “delinquent” children? It turns 

out they all needed glasses. 

We can be quick to judge a person thinking we know what is 

wrong with them. We quickly relegate their foibles as character 

flaws and dismiss them with derision. But it may be what we think 

of as malice may just be a misunderstanding.
