Today we will look at “The Dragnet” the 
parable taught by Jesus, found in 

Matthew 13:47-51



Week One taught us there is fixed chasm 
in eternity and we must choose now.

Week Two taught us we are either for 

Jesus or we are against Him.



Week Three will teach us that we must 
know whether we are a ‘good fish’ or a 

‘bad fish’.



47 Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is like a 
fishing net that was thrown into the water 

and caught fish of every kind. 48 When the 
net was full, they dragged it up onto the 

shore, sat down, and sorted the good fish 
into crates, but threw the bad ones away.



49 That is the way it will be at the end of 
the world. The angels will come and 
separate the wicked people from the 

righteous, 50 throwing the wicked into the 
fiery furnace, where there will be weeping 

and gnashing of teeth. 51 Do you 
understand all these things?”
