e The rewards of living in the Godly Wisdom of Proverbs, are a life of fruitfulness, biblical prosperity,
wisdom, and a life without regrets.

e Living wisely requires the ability to reach sound decisions with discernment. To know right from
wrong, important and unimportant, wise and foolish.

e Living biblical Wisdom is a choice. Many reject it.

o “The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and instruction.”
Proverbs 1:7 NIV
