Jewish Festivals

1. Jesus was crucified on Passover -Passover was when lambs were offered for sin. Jesus the lamb
sacrificed once for all
2. Jesus Rose from the dead on the Feast of First Fruits First of the resurrected

3. The Holy Spirit came on Pentecost or the Feast of Weeks

e The Giving of the Law by Moses on Mt. Sinai (Exodus 20).

e Golden calf OT Pentecost, 300 died

e The New Testament Pentecost if the giving of the Spirit, 3000 saved

4. Next Feast of Trumpets (new beginning, New Year)

-The 120 pray in tongues in the upper room
-Paul prayed in tongues
-Peter and Samaritans (10.44-46)

“While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit fell upon all those who were listening to the
message. All the circumcised believers who came with Peter were amazed, because the gift of the Holy
Spirit had been poured out on the Gentiles also. For they were hearing them speaking with tongues and



exalting God. Then Peter answered, “Surely no one can refuse the water for these to be baptized who have
received the Holy Spirit just as we did, can he?”” (Acts 10:44-47, NASB95)

Ephesians (Acts 19)
“And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they began speaking
with tongues and prophesying. There were in all about twelve men.” (Acts 19:6-7, NASB95)

- The Spiritual gifts (Spirit-empowered gifts) were distributed to the followers of Jesus after the Holy
Spiritcame 1 Corinthians 12:11 (NIV): "All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he
distributes them to each one, just as he determines."
