• Export has two sides, one side is to make disciples, and the other side 

of it is to build or establish the Kingdom of God. 

• Let’s look at establishing the Kingdom of God 

 

Kingdom 
 

• If we read the Lord’s prayer we see Jesus taught us to pray: 

Matthew 6:10 New King James Version (NKJV) 

10 Your kingdom come. 

Your will be done 

On earth as it is in heaven. 

 

• What do you think is the Kingdom of God? 
• Some think it is the church, other say it replaced the church… 

• Well here we see the clearest definition – it is where God’s will is done. 

• So wherever you find yourself – if you ask God His will for that place, 

situation or time you will call in His Kingdom. 

• How do we build Kingdom with God? 
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• We don’t realize it but we are agents for the Kingdom, we carry Holy 

Spirit around inside us. 

• Were we put our feet and incline our ear we become a conduit for 

God’s will to happen. 

• In Judges 6:34 we read God clothed Gideon.  But the word clothed 

here is “labash”, which means Holy Spirit put Gideon on like a glove. 

• There are times in your life when Holy Spirit wants put you on like a 

glove. 

• A glove has no responsibility to do the work. 

• A glove is a vehicle for hand to accomplish something 

• Why do we build Kingdom with God? 

• 1- Because its our family business 

• It’s our Dad’s Kingdom, and we are part of the establishing team by 

birthright in Jesus Christ. 

• 2- Because we have to give back, change atmospheres, call in 

blessings.  Spread the love. 

• 3- We get to know God and His ways better when we work with 

Him.  He will do things so differently, so amazingly.

Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 

Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey 

everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to

INVITE 
 

• The easiest way to reach out to people is to invite them. 

• Many years back we went on a Me2 hunt. 

• We would give pamphlets to people in parking lots, in baby clinics, 

school functions. 

• We just invited everyone to join us, and so many women came.   

• Women who are our friends here today! 

• In America they did a pole and found 64 mil. People don’t have a 

church, and 34 mil. Said they would go if someone invited them 

• No one needs to qualify to invite people, make an effort and step out. 

• We have so many arena’s you can invite people to:

Life Groups 

Kids Shows 

Easter & Christmas 

Sundays 

Beyond Conferences 

• “Share” on social media.. 

 

Let’s look at other things you can do except invite people: 

Pray 
• Years back I had a Life Group with 4 people and at our fist meeting we 

all committed to pray for people to get saved 

• One of the guys Ludolf had a list in front of his notebook and he prayed 

faithfully for that list. 

• Ludolf died in the same year in a motorcycle accident but his friends 

got saved at his funeral 
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• Lee-Ann and Hugo was on that list 

• Who do you trust God for? 

• I have people in town on my list for 6 years now, and every time I see 

them I remind God 

• Make a list of people you want to see saved and pray 

 

Influence 
 

• Did you know that every single one of you have an influence on 

someone? 

• Even if you think you don’t you do. 

• Just because you don’t admit it doesn’t mean it doesn’t happen 

• When someone shout and swear at me in the car in traffic, it has an 

influence on my day 

• When someone says something nice and up-building to me it has an 

influence on me 

• We affect people, whether we believe it or not. 

• At school 

• At Work 

• Waiters, cashiers, gym people 

• Your kids 

• Your friends 

• Your family 

• Strangers 

• Look at your circle of influence and make sure you are like Jesus to 

people 

• How do people feel after they had time with you?  Better or worse, 

loved or tolerated? 

• Are you influencing people around from Holy Spirit? 

 

 

Love 
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• Love is the most powerful thing I have ever experienced. 

• Love opens doors gently where violence can’t kick it down. 

• When people feel safe and loved with you they open up, and when 

they open up you can be there for them and pray for them. 

• People in trouble will take prayer even if they don’t believe in God. 

• Sometimes we need to love people to show them God loves them too 

• People have come to church just because a “churchy” person loved 

them and didn’t judge them 

 

Testimony 
 

• Everyone loves a good story.  And if you sit here and you are saved 

you have stories, many stories. 

• Even your dark stories can help others. 

• A friend looses a baby, and you can testify on how God carried you 

through 

• Money stories, break through stories, addiction overcame stories. 

• Use the story God is writing about your life as inspiration when people 

ask you

• To wrap up the reaching out to others part, I want to remind you of the 

friends who took their paralyzed friend to Jesus for healing 

• They were so desperate they lowered him in from the roof 

• Sometimes we need to bring our friends to Jesus, we need to love 

them so much that we find a way to Him no matter what.
