v. 3 — pick out from among you 7 men...whom we will appoint to this duty
Exodus 18 — Jethro advised Moses to delegate

4. Value a
v. 3 — of good repute
1 Timothy 3:8-13

5. Honor the
v. 3 — we will appoint (them) to this duty

6. Effective leaders are led by
v. 5 —a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit

7. Faithful living and fruitful ministry the Gospel.
v. 7 — a great many priests became obedient to the faith
