1 Now Moses kept the flock of 
Jethro his father in law, the priest of 
Midian: and he led the flock to the 
backside of the desert, and came to 
the mountain of God, even to 
Horeb.

And he said, Hear now my words: If 

there be a prophet among you, I the 

Lord will make myself known unto 

him in a vision, and will speak unto 

him in a dream.

Prayer is a two-way conversation:

Speaking and listening.

Daniel prayed to God,

even when it got him

thrown into the lion’s den,

and God did not leave Danial alone,

God rescued him.

10 Now when Daniel knew that the 
writing was signed, he went into his 
house; and his windows being open in 
his chamber toward Jerusalem, he 
kneeled upon his knees three times a 
day, and prayed, and gave thanks 
before his God, as he did aforetime.
