Can you share a time when you felt trapped
between a difficult situation and a promise from
God? How did you respond?
How do you see the parallel between the Israelites'
journey from slavery to freedom and a believer's
journey from sin to salvation?

What stands out to you about the priests' act of
faith when they stepped into the flooded Jordan
River?
Can you relate to any of the "rivers of trouble"
mentioned (financial crisis, health challenges,
relationship struggles, etc.)? How did God show up
for you in those situations?

God's Presence in the Fire
What is significant about the fourth figure in the
fiery furnace with Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego?
Have you faced any "fiery trials" in your life? How
did you sense God's presence and protection
during those times?
