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Discussion Questions
1) Growth Begins With Gratitude

How does expressing gratitude—morning and
night—shape your spiritual growth?
What recent situation helped you see how God is
growing you through thanksgiving?
Which area of your life needs fresh gratitude so
growth can take place?

Growth and endurance aren’t accidental—they’re
cultivated. Psalm 92 shows that gratitude roots us
deeply, strengthens us in trials, shapes our
perspective, and produces lifelong fruitfulness. A
thankful heart doesn’t just survive storms—it
flourishes.

2) Gratitude Gives Perspective in Trials
How has gratitude helped you regain perspective
during a challenging season?
What helps you stay rooted in God’s truth when
others seem to “succeed” without Him?

3) Endurance Flows From Being Planted
What does being planted in the Lord look like in
your daily life?
When have you seen endurance grow because
you stayed rooted in God?
Where is God calling you to deepen your roots
right now?



Living It Out
Intentional gratitude builds strong disciples.
Practice these four steps this week:

1.Morning Gratitude (Growth): Begin each day by
thanking God for one way He is growing you.

2.Perspective Gratitude (Trials): When
something frustrates or discourages you, pause
and thank God for His long-term plan and
faithfulness.

3.Planted Gratitude (Endurance): Spend focused
time with God in Scripture or prayer daily—
deepening your roots in Him.

4.Fruitful Gratitude (Legacy): Bless someone
with a word of encouragement, a prayer, or an
act of generosity as the overflow of your
thankful heart.

4) Gratitude Leads to Lifelong Fruitfulness
What spiritual fruit is God cultivating in you right
now?
How does gratitude help you remain “fresh and
green,” even in challenging seasons?
Who needs to taste the fruit of your gratitude
and encouragement this week?
